‐	Presentation	of	options	for	one’s	gender	and	sexuality	in	K‐5	
‐	How	to	give	and	deny	consent	for	sex	and	assess	readiness	
‐	Access	to	information	on	diverse	sexual	practices,	contraception,	abortion,	
and	preparation	to	give	and	receive	pleasure	
	
Consequences	of	CSE:	
‐	Normalization	of	sexual	activity	in	children		
‐	Experimentation	with	high‐risk	lifestyles	and	behaviors,	including	
promiscuity	and	alternative	sexual	orientations,	leading	to	…	
‐	Increased	pregnancy,	abortion,	mental	health	problems,	suicide,	and	an	STD	
epidemic	among	youth	
‐	Confusion	with	identity	and	eventual	breakdown	of	societal	norms	regarding	
sexuality	and	gender
